ISSUE 4 RAMBLINGS FROM THE PITS JAN. 95

It is now January and the 94 racing season along with
Christmas and New Years has come and gone. This letter is so
late in coming because a decision had to be made on whether
or not we would continue on our current path. We have not had
a particularly gratifying year and I had to give some serious
thought as to whether or not to continue the way we are.

Lets start with The Chicago Historic Races at Elkart
Lake, Wisconson. This is the event we always look foward to.
It’s a very historic high speed track and always gets a great
turnout.

Mark and Mike arrived from California the week before
the race. We had about four days work on the car. Another
transmission was installed although this time we added a
cooler in the hope of extending its life. The rear was
rebuilt with a new clutch pack and 336 gears. Brakes were
changed, bearings repacked and all suspension points gone
over.

After our usual disorganization, we loaded evervthing
into the trailer and left for Wisconson. Along the way we
stopped at a truck stop and weighed the Suburban and trailer;
17500 pounds, that’s a lot of stuff.

We had ordered a tent to be installed at the track and
were happy to see it up when we arrived. It really works out
well, especially in the rain. Doug also arrived on Thursday
to do the driving chores and after unloading the trailer, we
were set to go.

First practice was Friday morning and the times were
comparable to last year at 2;33. The car was a little twitchy
partly because the new engine had a lot more torque. While
the crew looked over everything after the first session, I
wondered around looking for the perfect tire. I ended up
with Charlie Gibson at the Sasco sports truck checking out
some new Dunlops. They would give us a two inch wider
footprint although the compound was a little harder. I
figured it was worth a try so we had them mounted for the
next session.

Ten more laps and no improvement, $500 shot. The other
problem was that even with 336 gears we were hitting our rev
limiter (6500 rpm) at the start-finish line with plenty of
track to go.

"After a call to Traco we decided to move the red line to
7200 to give us more top end. We were still hitting the rev
limiter in top gear at 191 mph. Times went to 2;31 with
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
